IMPORTANT NOTES

Rinse food from containers

Breakdown large items to maximize space
Aerosol cans must be empty

Plastic containers must be empty

Glass containers must be empty

RECYCLING TIPS

Make double-sided copies

Keep mailing lists current

Make scratch pad from used paper

Use email or a quick phone call

Use spell check and print preview

Return unneeded brochures, catalogs, etc.
Use rechargeable, reusable items

Use recycling dumpsters

Use recycling bins where they are located
Stop unwanted mail

Use reusable containers for food storage
Use rags rather than paper products
Purchase in bulk whenever possible

THE THREE R’S

The aphorism is so tired it almost might
seem like “reduce, reuse, recycle” should go
without saying. But in fact, most of us have
only really heard the last third of the phrase,
and they’re ranked in order of importance.
Reducing the amount that we consume, and
shifting our consumption to well-designed
products and services, is the first step. Find-
ing constructive uses for “waste” materials is
next. And tossing it in the blue bin is last.
(The garbage can is not on the list, for good
reason.) Through a balance of these three
principles you can easily see your landfill-
destined waste dwindle fast.
